People Learn from Jesus
MATTHEW 5:1-2; 6:5-13

Great crowds of people followed Jesus.
When Jesus saw them, He went up on a
mountain and sat down. His disciples came
to Him, and He began to teach.

Jesus taught the people how to pray.
He said: “Do not be like the people who
love when others see them pray aloud in
the synagogues or on the street corners.
They want everyone to see them and
be impressed with their words. Instead,
go into your room where you are alone
and shut the door. God will see you and
reward you.”

Jesus continued, “Don’t say the same words over and over, like people
who worship idols.
