Ezra Taught About God

NEHEMIAH 8:1-12

The men and women of Israel gathered
in an open area in the city in front of

a large gate. Ezra, a priest, carried

the Bible scroll with the laws God

told Moses.

Ezra climbed on a wooden platform
where the people could see him. He
opened the scroll. All the people stood.

Ezra read from the scroll from early
in the morning until noon. The men
and women listened carefully to what
Ezra read. They raised their hands and said:
“Amen, amen,” and bowed down to worship God.

Other teachers helped the people understand what Ezra was
reading. The people listened. They were not obeying God. They
felt sad.

Nehemiah, the governor, told the people: “Eat good food. Drink
something sweet. Share your food with those who have nothing to eat.
Worship God. Do not be sad.” Nehemiah told the people to be happy
and celebrate.

The people did what Nehemiah told them to do. They were happy
and celebrated. They had heard the words from the Bible scroll. Ezra
and the teachers taught them what God wanted them to do. They
understood God’s words.
